Subcommittee of the CADEM Rules Committee for review and approval
at the November convention prior to the deadline.

c) Pride booth on October 14, 2023: Co-Treasurer Rodriguez notified
the Committee that Chair Pacheco designated him as Acting Secretary
pursuant to Article 3, Section 4(b) of the Bylaws on September 7, 2023.

d) CADEM November convention: Members discussed logistics
surrounding the convention and proxies.

e) Member vacancies and dues: Information was provided on the
necessity of paying dues. Methods of payment (ActBlue) were discussed.

The Committee discussed the desirability and feasibility of creating new
committees and/or task forces in the near future.

No action was taken at this meeting.

Members were permitted to make brief announcements on any subject
matter not otherwise on the agenda.
